Acts 2.47 
The Lord added to their number daily 

those who were being saved



Lk 8.27 

When Jesus stepped ashore, he was met 
by a demon-possessed man from the 
town. For a long time this man had not 

worn clothes or lived in a house, but had 
lived in the tombs



No clothes – Satan loves to 
bring shame on God's creation



Lived in the tombs – he was 
preoccupied with a spirit of death



Didn’t live in a house – he 
had nowhere he could call 

home / he didn’t belong 
anywhere



Lk 8.34 
When those tending the pigs saw what had 
happened, they ran off and reported this in 
the town and countryside, and the people 

went out to see what had happened. When 
they came to Jesus, they found the man from 

whom the demons had gone out, sitting at 
Jesus’ feet, dressed and in his right mind; and 

they were afraid.



Those who had seen it told the people how 
the demon-possessed man had been cured. 

Then all the people of that region asked Jesus 
to leave them, because they were overcome 

with fear. So he got into the boat and left. The 
man from whom the demons had gone out
